*Private duty nursing is covered in the BMP as a standalone benefit that will be provided when services cannot be provided by nonprofessional personnel (BMP, pg 17). Under the AXA plan, private
duty nursing services are part of a broader home healthcare benefit that requires prior authorization and has to be deemed medically appropriate (SPD, pg 38). The scope of care differs as well.
Under the BMP, private duty nursing includes the teaching and monitoring of surgical procedures done in the home (e.g., tracheotomy), as well as the use of medical equipment. Under the AXA plan,
the home healthcare benefit (of which private duty nursing is a part) aids in the consumable medical supplies and home infusion therapy. Finally, AXA's home healthcare services are covered for 16
hours a day, while there is no such limit for private duty nursing under the BMP.
